











The CCCA does not think that aif these policies, in combination, are viable,
and in particular opposes the exemption of retail food stores, which by their
nature generate considerable parking demand.

Point 4 - Incentives for residential vs nonresidental uses

The policies for residdial and norresidential uses generally exempt parking
requirements for most types of lewvge development. Many of our main streets
are zoned for lowise, mixeduse development, and the CCCA wants new
development to maintain and improve the resideohatacter of the
neighbourhood. To this end, the ideal {oge built form on a street such as
Somerset or Bank is one with retail on the ground floor and residences abo\

The CCCA does not support exemptions for office uses above the ground fls
whereresidential uses are permitted, as this may lead to the loss of existing
potential residential units.
